7. Objective of the Training Programme
With the globalization of markets and trade, the role of PACKAGING has assumed a great significance for marketing and distribution of products.  With increasing focus on the development of technological capabilities, training plays a major role in the development of knowledge infrastructure and data bases.  The focus of the programme is aimed at bringing to the floor concept of Packaging and Packaging Technology as well as provide valuable insight into the state-of-art practices, emerging technologies and trends in Packaging.
8. Scope and Methodology
TRAINING METHODOLOGY:

Besides extensive class room training, visits will be made to IIP Laboratories and   factory visits would be organized to any 2/3 of the following:

 
-  Manufacturer/Convertor of Flexible Packaging Materials

-  Convertor of Paper and Board

-  Glass Packaging

-  Metal Packaging

The visits will be finalized depending on the interests of the participants after receiving their areas of interest.

The participants are expected to interact with the faculty and among themselves to make the programme interesting and meaningful.
FACULTY:

The core faculty (Director/ Professor / Associate Professor/Joint  Director/ Dy. Director) for the course will be experienced faculty of Indian Institute of Packaging, well trained from Institutes of International repute like PIRA International, UK, Michigan State University, USA, TNO-CIVO, The Netherlands, EMPA, Switzerland and International Trade Centre, Switzerland.  A few eminent experts and speakers from Indian Industry will also be invited.  
9. Participant

For effective utilization of the course, it is desirable that the participants should have adequate technical background to understand the course proceedings and should have minimum 2-3 years experience in the field of packaging.  
The participants could be middle level executives engaged in production/process, quality control, purchase, marketing activities, product-package R&D activities as well as service providers.
Preference will be given to those who have obtained professional qualification on packaging related subjects.
Since the programme will be conducted in English, the participants are expected to be proficient in English language.
10. Financial Arrangement

To be borne by the APF

The total training course fee for each participant is approximately US$1,500.  APF will subsidize 70% of training course for each participant (US$1,030 per person) from APF member countries. APF will not be responsible for paying any per diem allowances or any other expense incurred by participants or any other expense whatsoever.
To be borne by the participants

Participant will be responsible for the 30% of training fee which is equivalent to US$450 per person.  
In addition, participant will be responsible for round-trip international airfare for oversea participants, visa fee (if applicable), any meals (that are not provided by the training organization), traveling expense to and from airport and training venue, and other local traveling expense.  
All participants are encouraged to acquire insurance against accident and illness for the entire duration of the project and travel.  The cost of such insurance will be borne by the participant.  Neither the APF nor the local training organization will be responsible for any eventuality arising from accident or illness. 

11. Action by Training Organization

All Indian meals (breakfast, lunch, dinner) during the stay of the participants in IIP hostel canteen. However, any specific diet/specific needs will be met at actual cost.
12. Action by Member Countries
a) APF Members are requested to nominate at least 3 candidates in accordance with item 9 (Participant) above.  The application form to be filled by each nominee is attached.
b) APF Members are requested to inform APF Secretariat as soon as possible if they do not wish to participate in the training, so that vacancies thus created can be allocated to other members.

c) Nominations, accompanied by the application form should reach the APF Secretariat office no later than July 15, 2010.  The application form can be submitted electronically to apf@asianpackaging.org or by fax at +66 2367 8184 or  a hard copy to APF Secretariat office by postal mail.  Contact information of APF can be found on APF‘s website (www.asianpackaging.org).

13. Action by APF

APF Education committee will select the suitable participants for the programme.  The key criterion for selection is whether their qualifications and work experience match the nature of the training programme.  In addition, priority will be given to the nominees from APF members who have no unpaid balance due on membership fee.  The decision made by APF Education committee is final.  APF Secretariat will inform a list of accepted participants to member countries by July 30, 2010.
14. Action by Accepted participants

a) Each accepted participant must make transfer payment of US$450 training fee to APF account as detailed below by August 16, 2010. Alternatively and preferably, member organization can collect the training fee from all participants in the country and make a single transfer payment to APF account.

c) Each accepted participant is responsible for making travel arrangement from his/her own country to the training venue in INDIA.
d) Accepted participants should be advised not to bring family members or engage in any private business activity during entire duration of the training.  
e) Cancellation at least 14 days prior to the beginning of the training date will receive fee refund (less the bank processing fee).  The accepted participants should inform the member organization and APF promptly of their inability to participate and the reason for the last minute withdrawal.  No refunds will be granted if less than 14 days notice is given for cancellations.
